Today as we worship,  I want to ask you to reflect on the words of the 
songs we sing in a special way. 
The lyrics of a song can be powerful and moving. The words of a song 
bring meaning to life. I am sure that you can remember certain 
situations in your life that are marked in your memory because of a 
song. Sometimes the lyrics can move you to tears, they can paint a 
picture, or they can put into words the emotions that you have trouble 
expressing. There are many songs that we sing that do that for me. 
Here are just a few of the songs that have so much meaning: 
"The Old Rugged Cross" - Several lyrics of the song are powerful, 
but the most powerful for me is the line that states, "For 'twas on that 
old cross Jesus suffered and died, To pardon and sanctify me." When I 
think that Jesus went to the cross thinking about me, it makes me 
humble and thankful. What Grace! What love! What hope! The power 
of  lyrics can move you to tears. 
"It is Well with My Soul" - The story behind the song by Horatio 
Spafford is moving. He is said to have written the song as he traveled 
over the place in the ocean where his children were killed just days 
before. As he crossed the sight he wrote, "When sorrows like sea-
billows roll....It is well with my soul!" What a picture that is painted 
by the words.

That is why the lyric, "But I don't know a thing in 
this whole wide world, that's worse than being alone" reaches out and 
grabs me. Wow, what emotion!
